Diligently seek the Lord and his wisdom. 
Tonight, we will focus on verses from chapters 13 to 16. We won’t read those chapters together this evening, but we hope our discussions encourage you to read the whole chapters on your own.
We are at the halfway point in the book of Proverbs, so I want to pose a question to everyone here. Let's take 30 seconds of silence to think about and reflect on our responses to the following two questions:  
1. Do you diligently seek God?  
2. Do you believe His ways are what’s best for your life?  
(Team captains, please allow your players 30 seconds to reflect on their answers.)
See, at this point in our study, one big theme has been recurring throughout the book. Fear of the Lord is true wisdom, and the Lord's wisdom and his ways are good for us and our lives. 
We never have to wonder about God's will or His ways because He has given us His Word! In these words, we can find the wisdom we need for our lives. But how diligently do we seek His words and His ways? Do we search the Bible for truth with the same commitment that we put into becoming better skaters? Do we make it a daily habit to seek Him in prayer as eagerly as we check yesterday's sports highlights on our phones? Those who earnestly pursue the Lord and strive to apply His truth in their lives will find that they won’t be disappointed, and that His ways are always better than our own.
The following verses are from chapters 13-16 that support tonight’s devo 
Chapter 13:4 “The soul of the sluggard craves and gets nothing,
    while the soul of the diligent is richly supplied.”
Chapter 14:27 “The fear of the LORD is a fountain of life,
    that one may turn away from the snares of death.”
Chapter 15:33 “The fear of the LORD is instruction in wisdom,
    and humility comes before honor.”
Chapter 16:20 “Whoever gives thought to the word will discover good,
    and blessed is he who trusts in the LORD.”
